This Indenture made the tenth day of March in the Eighth year of King George the seconds Raigne and in the year of our Lord one Thousand seven hundred and Thirty Four BETWEENE John Ingleby of Lawkland in the county of Yorke Esquire on the one part and William Dawson of Langcliffe in the said County of yorke Esquire Charles Harris Esquire and Anthony Lister Gent both of Gigleswicke in the said County Robert Tatham of Stainforth in the said County of Yorke Gent John Lister mercer William Birbeck the Elder and William Birbeck the younger all of Settle in the said County of Yorke John Ridley of Lawkeland aforesaid servant to the said John Ingleby and Thomas King and Anthony King both of Eldroth in the said County of Yorke yeomen on the other part WITNESSETH that the said John Ingelby for and in consideration of the Rents Covenants and Agreements herein hereafter mentioned expressed and referred which on the part and behalf of the said William Dawson Charles arris AnAHarris Anthony Lister Robert Tatham John Lister William Birbeck the elder William Birbeck the younger John Ridley Thomas King and Anthony King their Executors Administrators and Assignes are and ought to bee done paid and performed hee the said John Ingleby HATH demised leased sett and to farme, letton and by these present doth demise lease sett and to farme lett unto the said William Dawson Charles Harris Anthony Lister Robert Tatham John Lister William Birbeck the elder William Birbeck the younger John Ridley Thomas King and Anthony King their Executors Administrators and Assignes ALL his the said John Inglebys right Title and Interest to get search digg delve sink trench suffer for lay and find Coals Coallmines pitts veins or beddy of Coall in upon and throughout all his the said John Inglebys Freehold lands and all other the Customary held lands lying and being within the mannor of Lawkeland with Feizor in the said County of Yorke and free liberty to sell and dispose of and carry away the coalls soe to bee gotten with Horses Carts and carriages for their own benefit and advantage and alsoe full liberty to use one or more Engine or Engines for the carrying away the water from the said Coallmines when found and alsoe liberty to doe all other necessary act and acts for the better perfecting getting and working the said coalmines and getting of coalls within the precincts aforesaid TO HAVE and TO HOLD all this the said John Inglebys Royalty or liberty to get

coalls in upon and throughout all his said mannor or Lordship of Lawkland with Feizor aforesaid and all other the liberties and priviledges hereinbefore mentioned or intended to be hereby demised unto the said William Dawson Charles Harris Anthony Lister Robert Tatham John Lister William Birbeck the elder William Birbeck the younger John Ridley Thomas King and Anthony King their Executors Administrators and Assignes from the day of the date theretofore and during and until the full End and terme of Fifteen years from thenceforth next ensuing and fully  to bee compleat and ended YIELDING and paying therefore yearly and every year from and after the Expiration of the three first years of this demise unto the said John Ingleby his eirsHHeirs or Assignes, the clear Rent or Sume of Two shillings and six pence of Lawfull moneys for every One Hundred Horse Load of Coalls They or any of them their or any of their servants or workmen shall get or Digg out of the said premises after the Expiration of the said Three first years of the said Terme, every Horse Load of Coalls to containe seven Settle pecks and no more, at four times in the year (that is to say) upon the first day of May the first day of August the first day of November and the first day of February without any deduction defalcacon or Abatement to bee made out of the same or any part thereof for or by reason of any present or future parliamentary

or other Leases Rates or Imposicons ordinary or extra ordinary or of any other charges expences matter cause or thing whatsoever the first payment to begin and to bee made upon the first day of May next after the Expiration of the Three first years of this demise AND the said Wiliam Dawson Charles Harris Anthony Lister Robert Tatham John Lister William Birbeck the elder William Birbeck the younger John Ridley Thomas King and Anthony King hereby for themselves jointly and severally and for their severall and respective Executors Administrators and Assignes doe covenant promise and grant to and with the said John Ingleby his heirs and assignes by these presents That they the said William Dawson Charles Harris Anthony Lister Robert Tatham John Lister William Birbeck the elder William Birbeck the younger John Ridley Thomas King and Anthony King their Executors  Administrators or Assignes shall and will well and truly pay or cause to bee paid unto the said John Ingelby his Heires or Assignes the said Rent or Sume of Two shillings and six pence for every Hundred Horse Load of Coalls They or any of them shall dig or get or cause to be digged or gotten out of the said premises after the Expiration of the said Three first years of this demise on the days and times above mentioned and sett down for payment of the same according to the true intent and meaning of these presents without any failure in payment deduction or abatement for any cause matter or thing whatsoever and shall and will alsoe pay and discharge or cause to bee paid and discharged all such parliamentary and other Leases dutys and Assessments which shall or may bee taxed charged or imposed upon the Coall mines (when found) during the said Terme of Fifteen years and alsoe indemnify and save harmless the said John Ingleby his Heirs and Assignes from the same and of and from all every and any allowance or allowances damages Costs and charges touching and concerning the same AND likewise that they the said William Dawson Charles Harris Anthony Lister Robert Tatham John Lister William Birbeck elder and William Birbeck the younger John Ridley Thomas King and Anthony King their Executors Administrators or Assignes or some or one of them shall and will within the space of Tenn days next after any Trespass or Trespasses shall or may during the said Terme hereby demised (been?) made committed or suffered by them or any of them their or any of their Executors Administrators or Assignes servants or workmen in or upon all every or any the lands or Tenements now or hereafter to bee held or enjoyed by the said John Ingleby his Heirs or Assignes or by all every or any his or their Tenant or Tenants within the said mannor or Lordship in digging sinking or (Loughing?) for the said coall or in any manner relateing to the said Coall or coalmines make or cause to bee made and paid unto the said John Ingleby his Heires and Assignes and to every such Tenant  and Tenants full payment satisfaction and amends of and for every such trespass and trespasses but if there shall happen to bee or arise any difference between them and any Tenant or Tenants of the said John Ingleby his Heires or Assignes soe as it cannot bee made paid or determined within the said space of Tenn days that then and in such case or cases the same shall bee referred to two indifferent persons by the partys to bee chosen to bee determined and that they the said William Dawson Charles Harris Anthony Lister Robert Tatham John Lister William Birbeck the elder William Birbeck the younger John Ridley Thomas King and Anthony King their Executors Administrators or Assignes or some of them shall pay and make or cause to bee paid and made such satisfaction and amends for all and every such trespass and trespasses unto such person or persons at such time and in such manner according to such determination AND further alsoe that they the said William Dawson Charles Harris Anthony Lister Robert Tatham John Lister Wiliam Birbeck the elder William Birbeck the younger John Ridley Thomas King and Anthony King their Executors Administrators and Assignes shall and will at the determination of the said terme in case they happen to find Coalls and the same bee not gotten out le(tt?) and yield up all and every the shaft and shafts draines loughs and engines whatsoever made use of for carrying of the water and getting the coall upon unfilled up and in as good order condition and repaire as the same were …… shall bee before the Expiration of the said Terme hereby demised peaceably and quietly unto the said John Ingleby his Heires or Assignes PROVIDED always that if it shall happen the said referred Rent hereinbefore mentioned or any part thereof to bee behind and unpaid by the space of Twenty days next everafter any of the said days payment whereon the same ought to bee paid as aforesaid being lawfully demanded or if the said William Dawson Charles Harris Anthony Lister Robert Tatham John Lister William Birbeck the elder William Birbeck younger John Ridley Thomas King and Anthony King their Executors Administrators or Assignes shall at any time hereafter during this demise lease neglect or refuse to sink dig or bore for and use necessary and endeavour to get Coalls for the space of Three months or shall or do neglecte or refuse to observe and performe all or any the Covenants and Agreements matters and things hereinbefore mentioned contrary to the true Intent and meaning of these presents that then and from thenceforth in all every or any such case or cases it shall and may bee lawfull to and for the said John Ingleby his Heirs and Assignes to cancel determine and avoid this present Indenture of Lease and the Terme and Estate hereby granted and into the said demised premises with the appurtenances or any part thereof in the name of the whole to reenter and the same to repossess and have againe as in his or their former Estate and Estates and then the said William Dawson Charles Harris Anthony Lister Robert Tatham John Lister William Birbeck the elder Willim Birbeck the younger John Ridley Thomas King and Anthony King their Executors Administrators and Assignes and all other occupiers of the said hereby demised premises or any part thereof thereout and from the possession thereof utterly to expel remove and putt away this Indenture or any thing therein contained to the contrary Thereof in any wise not withstanding IN WITNESSE whereof the parties first above named to these present Indentures have interchangeably putt their hand and seals the day and year first above written
