Tenement severall pcells of ground & pmises wth ye Apptenances & every pr & pcell thereof unto my sd sonne Robert Carr

to ye onely sole & prop use & behoof of him the said Robert Carr his heires & Assignes for ever Yielding paying doeing & discharg-

(notwithstanding this psent writeing or anything therein contained) yeild & pay to me ye said George \Carr/ or to my Assignes The summ of six pounds

yearly & every year dureing the Terme of my naturall life At such Time And Times as I ye sd george Carr shall lawfully demand ye same

In witness whereof I ye said George Carr have hereunto set my hand & seale ye 10th day of 7ber (September) in ye six and thirtieth day of ye Raign

of our Soveraign Lord Charles ye 2d of England etc Anno Dm 1684
