And All other dues Suits and Services due and of right accustomed for the same And hee the said Richard Hynd for himselfe his heires Executors and administrators doe Covenant promise and grant to and with the said William Stackhouse his heires Children and assignes and to and with every of them for ever by these presents That is to say That hee the said Richard Hynd att the day of the Sealling and delivery hereof. Is right owner, Sole tenant and Lawfully possed of all the above granted Close of pasture ground with Thappurtenances And that hee hath in himselfe For any act or thing done to the Contrary Good right, full power and Lawfull authority To bargaine grant and Convey the above Granted Close of pasture ground with Thappurtenances unto the said William Stackhouse his heires children and assignes as the same above granted. Soe that by virtue hereof Itt shall and may bee Lawfull To and for the said William Stackhouse his heires children and assignes and every or any of them, Att all times And from time to ………………. After peaceably and quietly to enter unto have hold use occupye possesse and enjoy all the above granted Close of pasture ground with Thappurtenances without ….. lett (suite?)  Trouble eviction ejection Mollestation or gainsaying of him the said Richard Hynd his heires Executors and admin. or any other person or persons whatsoever clayeminge The same or any part thereof by from or under Them or any of them or any other person or persons whom soever Lawfully Claymeinge Freed and discharged ….ett and Sufficiently Saved and kept harmlesse Losles and indemnified of and from all manner of former and other Bargaines, Salles Gifts Mortages Wills Fines rents or arrearages of rents, the yearely rent above recited onely excepted and always foreprized  And Further That hee the said Richard Hynd either in his owne proper person or …..by …….. and Micaell Lawson Customary Tennants within the said Manner whome hee doth ordaine and appoint to bee true and Lawfull attorneys in his place & steade and jointly or Severally into the next or any other Court Barron to bee holden att Laukland for the Lord of that manner, And then and there in open Court before the steward and jury theire assembled Acknowledge This his grant to bee good and Lawfull and make free and open Surrender of all the above granted premises with thappurtenances unto the said William Stackhouse his heires children  and Assignes for ever, according to the Custome of the said  manner In Witnesse  whereof the parties abovesaid To these present Indentures of free and absolute grant & assignment have hereunto sett theire hands and seales the day and yeare First above written.
