Conveyance by Thomas Paley, clerk of Paley Green in the lordship of Giggleswick, Yorks. – according to a covenant in an indenture of 8Dec 1607 between Thomas Paley and Francis Lupton of Feizor, Yorks. – to Gilbert Watson of Knight Stainforth, Yorks. gent. John Bankes of Giggleswick Hugh Stackhouse of the same and Richard Armetsteade of Stainford in Lakelande: of all that one messuage farm or tenement with its appurtenances at Paley Green now in the tenure and occupation of Thomas Paley at the yearly rent of 30s.4d. and of all the house, buildings etc. and other appurtenances thereunto belonging; and the pasture ground etc. throughout all the pasture, ground etc. of Giggleswick according to an ancient rent called the moor rent; and all his right, title and claim to the premises by force of an indenture of 8 Oct 1604 made to him by the late George Earl of Cumberland, Francis Clifford now Earl of Cumberland and Sir William Ingelby for a term of 6ooo years to have the messuage for so much of the 6000 years as is yet to come, for such uses and purposes as are specified in the indenture between Paley and Lupton.
