This Indenture made the eighth day of September in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and twenty five, Between John Procter and Thomas Procter both of Runley Bridge in the township of Settle and county of York Cotton spinners and Calico Manufacturers of the one part, and The Reverond Robert

Walker Bamford of Sherburn House in the county of Durham Clak? of the other part. Whereas
By an indenture of demise, bearing date the twelfth day of May one thousand eight hundred and twenty three, and made between the said John Procter and Thomas Procter of the one

part, and Elizabeth Holgate of Settle aforesaid Spinster of the other part, in consideration of twelve hundred pounds to the said John Procter and Thomas Procter lent by the said

Elizabeth Holgate, the said John Procter did grant bargain sell and demise unto the said Elizabeth Holgate her executors administrators and assigns  All that one full and equal

undivided moiety or half part (the whole into two equal parts being divided or considered as divided) of him the said John Procter of and in All that Water corn Mill situate

in Settle aforesaid and commonly called Settle Mill, together with the messuage or dwellinghouse the drying kiln and all other buildings to the same belonging and adjoining

or near thereto, and of and in all those Closes or parcels of ground, called The Mill Isle or Mill Island and the Mill Close, hereinafter particularly described, To hold the

said undivided moiety and hereditaments with the appurtenances unto the said Elizabeth Holgate her executors administrators and assigns, from the day of the date of the

said Indenture for the term of nine hundred years, Without impeachment of waste, Under the yearly rent of a peppercorn payable as therein mentioned; By way of mortgage, for securing
the Repayment of the said sum of twelve hundred pounds, with interest for the same after the rate of five pounds per centrum per annum. And whereas by another Indenture of
Demise, bearing date the same twelfth day of May one thousand eight hundred and twenty three, and made between the said John Procter and Thomas Procter of the one part, and

Anna Holgate of Settle aforesaid Spinster of the other part, in consideration of twelve hundred pounds to the said John Procter and Thomas Procter lent by the said Anna Holgate
the said Thomas Procter did grant bargain sell and demise unto the said Anna Holgate her executors administrators and assigns All that one full and equal undivided

Moeity or half part, of him the said Thomas Procter, of and in The said Water corn Mill and buildings closes of ground and hereditaments hereinbefore mentioned and hereinafter

more particularly described, To hold the same with the appurtenances  unto the said Anna Holgate her executors administrators and assigns, from the day of the date of the said

Indenture for the term of nine hundred years, without impeachment of waste, Under the yearly rent of a peppercorn payable as herein mentioned; By way of mortgage, for

securing the repayment of the said last last mentioned sum of twelve hundred pounds, with interest for  the same after the rate aforesaid. And Whereas the said two several

sums of twelve hundred pounds and twelve hundred pounds still remain due to the said Elizabeth Holgate and Anna Holgate respectively, by virtue of the said recited securities

And Whereas the said John Procter and Thomas Procter have lately erected a  mill for the spinning of Cotton, upon and adjoining to the scite of the said Water corn Mill; and

have also erected several cottages or dwellinghouses, and are about to erect others, upon part of the said closes of ground and premises. And Whereas the said John Procter and
Thomas Procter having occasion to borrow and take up at interest the further sum of twelve hundred pounds, they have requested the said Robert Walker Bamford to advance and

lend them the same; which he has agreed to do, upon having the repayment thereof with interest secured to him by a mortgage of the said cotton mill and buildings closes or

parcels of ground and premises in the manner hereinafter expressed. Now this Indenture witnesseth that in pursuance of the said Agreement, and in consideration of the

sum of twelve hundred pounds of lawful English money, to the said John Procter and Thomas Procter in hand paid by the said Robert Walker Bamford, upon or before the sealing

and delivery of these presents, the receipt whereof the said John Procter and Thomas Procter do hereby acknowledge, and of and from the same do acquit release and discharge

the said Robert Walker Bamford his executors administrators and assigns, They the said John Procter and Thomas Procter Have and each of them Hath granted bargained sold and

demised, and by these presents Do and each of them Doth grant bargain sell and demise, unto the said Robert Walker Bamford his executors administrators and assigns, All that cotton
Mill lately erected by the said John Procter and Thomas Procter upon and near to the scite of the Water Corn Mill situate in settle aforesaid and commonly called Settle Mill

together with the messuage or dwellinghouse and other buildings adjoining or near thereto, and all that close or parcel of woody ground adjoining and belonging to the said Mill, and

commonly called the Mill Isle or Mill Island, containing by estimation half an acre, be the same more or less; All which said premises are situate in the township of settle aforesaid

and were lately in the several occupations of Mr. William Holgate William Measing and Roger Harrison, and now of the said John Procter and Thomas Procter or their tenants; And

all wheels wheelraces engines fixed machinery and going geer to the said Mill and premises belonging; And also all that close or parcel of meadow or pasture ground, situate

in the township of Settle aforesaid, on the northside of Settle Mill, and adjoining on the west side of the said (close?) to the Mill-Race or water going to the said Mill, called or

commonly known  by the name of the Mill Close, and now divided into two closes, containing by estimation three acres or thereabouts be the same more or less, and now

in the occupation of Eli Harger; And all those cottages or dwellinghouses and other buildings, lately erected by the said John Procter and Thomas Procter upon the said last

mentioned close or parcel of ground; Together with all houses outhouses buildings ways paths passages waters watercourses milldams attachments of dams clou.. goits and

streams of water floodgates floodhatches ditches banks fences wastes wastegrounds mines minerals quarries commons common of pasture and turbary rights members

priviledges  and appurtenances whatsoever, to the said cotton Mill and buildings closes or parcels of ground cottages or dwellinghouses and hereditaments or any of them belonging

or in anywise appertaining; And the reversion and reversions remainder and remainders yearly and other rents issues and profits of all the said hereditaments and

premises hereinbefore mentioned and intended to be hereby granted and demised; And all the estate right title interest use trust inheritance term and terms of years

possession property claim and demand whatsoever, both at law and in equity, of the said John Procter and Thomas Procter of in to and upon the said hereditaments

and premises or any part thereof; To have and to hold the said Cotton Mill and buildings closes or parcels of ground cottages or dwellinghouses and all other the hereditaments

and premises hereinbefore expressed to be hereby ranted and demised with the appurtenances (subject to the mortgages heretofore made thereof by the said John Procter and Thomas Procter; to the said
Elizabeth Holgate and Anna Holgate respectively, for securing the two several sums of twelve hundred pounds and twelve hundred pounds and interest for the same respectively

as hereinbefore mentioned and recited) unto the said Robert Walker Bamford his executors administrators and assigns, from the day of the date of these presents, for and

during the term of two thousand years from thence next ensuing and fully to be complete and ended, without impeachment of or for any  manner of waste: Yielding

And paying therefore, yearly and every year during the said term, unto the said John Procter and Thomas Procter their heirs executors administrators or assigns, the

rent of one peppercorn on the feast-day of Saint Michael the Archangel, if demanded: Subject nevertheless to the proviso or agreement for the cesser and determination of the said 
Term, hereinafter expressed and contained: that is to say, Provided always and it is hereby declared and agreed by and between the said parties to these presents, that if

the said John Procter and Thomas Procter or either of them, their or either of their heirs executors or administrators, should well and truly pay or cause to be paid unto

the said Robert Walker Bamford his executors administrators or assigns the sum of twelve hundred pounds of lawful English money, with interest for the same after the rate of five
pounds for one hundred pounds for a year, on the eighth day of March now next ensuing, without any deduction or abatement out of the same for or on account of taxes rates 

assessments or any other matter cause or thing whatsoever, then and in that case and from thenceforth the said term of two thousand years of and in the said cotton Mill

and buildings closes or parcels of ground cottages or dwellinghouses and hereditaments therein comprised shall cause and …mine. And the said John Procter and Thomas

Procter for themselves their heirs executors and administrators do jointly, and each of them for himself his heirs executors administrators doth severally, covenant promise and

agree to and with the said Robert Walker Bamford his executors administrators and assigns, by these presents, in manner following; that is to say, that the said John Procter

and Thomas Procter or one of them their or any of their heirs executors administrators shall and will well and truly pay or cause to be paid, unto the said Robert Walker
Bamford his executors administrators or assigns, the principal sum of twelve hundred pounds , advanced and lent by him as aforesaid, with interest for the same from the

date hereof after the rate of five pounds for one hundred pounds for a year, upon the eighth day of March next ensuing the date of these presents, without any deduction

or abatement whatsoever, according to the true intent and meaning of the above written Proviso: And further that if default should be made in payment of the said sum

of twelve hundred pounds and the interest thereof or any part thereof respectively, at the time hereinbefore appointed for payment of the same, it shall be lawful for the said

Robert Walker Bamford his executors administrators or assigns peaceably to enter into and thenceforth to have hold possess and enjoy the said demised hereditaments and

premises, with the appurtenances, (subject only to the two several mortgages hereinbefore recited) for his and their own use, during all the then residue of the said term of

two thousand years, without any lawful let suit hindrance interruption or disturbance whatsoever:  And moreover that the said John Procter and Thomas Procter and their
respective heirs executors and administrators, and all other persons whosoever, having or lawfully claiming and (who shall?) or may have or so claim any estate right title interest

or incumbrance whatsoever, either at law or in equity, into or upon the said demised hereditaments and premises or any part thereof, (except the said Elizabeth Holgate and

 Anna Holgate and their respective executors administrators and assigns, claiming in respect of their said mortgages) shall and will, from time to time and at all times

after such default as aforesaid, upon every? reasonable request of the said Robert Walker Bamford his executors administrators or assigns, but at the expense of the said John

Procter and Thomas Procter or one of them their or one of their heirs executors or administrators, make do and execute or cause and procure to be made done and executed

all such acts deeds releases conveyances and assurances in the law whatsoever, for the further better or more ou…toring? granting demising and confirming of the same
hereditaments and premises, with the appurtenances, unto the said Robert Walker Bamford his executors administrators and assigns, during all the residue which shall be then

to come and unexpired of the said term of two thousand years, freed and absolutely discharged from the aforesaid proviso or agreement for the cessor of the said term

and all equity thereupon, as by the said Robert Walker Bamford his executors administrators or assigns shall be reasonably required. And for more effectually securing the

repayment of the said sum of twelve hundred pounds, with the interest thereof as aforesaid, the said John Procter and Thomas Procter for themselves their heirs executors

and administrators do jointly, and each of them for himself his heirs executors and administrators doth severally, further covenant and agree to and with the said Robert Walker Bamford

his executors administrators and assigns, by these presents, that the said John Procter and Thomas Procter their heirs executors or administrators will with all expedition insure at their

own expense in the Atlas or some other respectable Insurance Office, in the name of the said Robert Walker Bamford his executors administrators or assigns, the said Cotton Mill and
buildings from and against damage by fire, to the amount of one thousand pounds at the least, (over and above the several sums heretofore agreed to be insured thereon for the security of

the said Elizabeth Holgate and Anna Holgate respectively) and from time to time renew the insurance hereby covenanted to be made; so that the said Mill and buildings, or such other

Mills and buildings as shall hereafter be erected upon the premises, may always be kept insured to that amount in the name of the said Robert Walker Bamford his executors

administrators or assigns, until the repayment of the said sum of twelve hundred pounds advanced by him as aforesaid and the interest attending the same: And that the said John Procter and Thomas Procter and their heirs executors administrators shall and will from time to time pay such sums of money as may become due for such insurance,

at the time appointed by the office for that purpose, And also that in case they should refuse or neglect to insure or to be kept insured the said mill buildings and premises

as aforesaid, or to make the accustomed yearly or other payments in respect thereof, it shall be lawful for the said Robert Walker Bamford his executors administrators or assigns

to insure the same to the amount aforesaid, and to make the said accustomed yearly or other payments in respect thereof; and that the monies which he or they shall so

pay, together with lawful interest for the same from the respective times of payment; shall be a further charge upon the said demised hereditaments and premises; which

shall not be redeemed or redeemable but upon payment as well of the said principal sum of twelve hundred pounds non advanced and the interest thereof, as of all sums of money,

which shall be paid by the said Robert Walker Bamford his executors administrators or assigns, for the purposes? aforesaid, with lawful interest for the same from the

respective times of such payment: provided that the total amount of principal money to be secured by these presents shall not exceed the sum of two thousand pounds.

And it is hereby declared and agreed by and between the said parties to these presents, that until default shall have been made in payment of the said sum of twelve
hundred pounds and interest, or some part thereof respectively, contrary to the proviso and covenant hereinbefore in that behalf contained, it shall be lawful for the said John

Procter and Thomas Procter their heirs executors administrators and assigns to hold and enjoy the said demised hereditaments and premises, with the appurtenances, and

to receive the rents and profits thereof for their own use, as if these presents had not been made: And also that when and so soon as the principal monies and interest

secured by the above recited Indentures shall have been discharged, the several terms of nine hundred years and nine hundred years thereby raised and created

shall at the expense of the said John Procter and Thomas Procter or one of them or one of their heirs executors or administrators be assigned unto the said Robert

Walker Bamford his executors administrators and assigns, or otherwise as he or they shall direct; And that until such assignment shall be made, the said Elizabeth

Holgate and Anna Holgate and their respective executors administrators and assigns shall stand possessed of the said last mentioned terms In trust in the first place for
 securing the money owing to them respectively as aforesaid, and subject to those several charges In trust for the said Robert Walker Bamford his executors administrators
and assigns, for better securing the repayment of the said principal sum of twelve hundred pounds, now lent and advanced by him, and the interest attending the
