ACA notes on Lodge Barn

I have finished the drawing. As we didn’t see inside the house roof , it’s difficult to interpret the plan and evolution. Will send copy soon.  The Hearth Tax of 1672 has a John Ripley with one hearth. Is this the J&MR of doorhead?   Need to find a marriage in the Burnsall church records to confirm. 
(John Ripley was married in St Peter’s in 1664, probably to Mary Bou.....  – no other record available without paying! LP) )
 

If this is JR then it suggests a modest cruck house with one hearth still existed in 1672 and it was rebuilt in good stone in 1680 (if that is the correct date - the spandrels were deeply carved so possibly earlier, ie 1650, but Civil War dates are rare). It has at least two hearths now. The barn was enlarged c 1720/30. The house refronted and enlarged c 1780. The "cottage " west end of the barn became part of the house in the 1880s and the 19thC windows at the back show this. 

 

The reused timbers in the Old Hall barns are very exciting but not unexpected and survive in most sites with old halls. Remaining timber frames from medieval halls locally were often demolished in the early 18thC for new barns (as shown in my High Bradley book of 2000) and this is what happened here I suspect. The barns are enlarged c 1720/30 incorporating old timbers from nearby.
