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The small Iron Agse fort at Nesfield, to the west of Ilkley, is
quite easy to loeate, but not at all spectacular when found. It
is situated between the road through Fesfield village and a bend
in the River Wharfe, From the road one sees & steep bank which
shows signs of disturbance along its whole length. The drawing
opposite shows the view from the top of the bank, looxing in a
north-easterly direction down to the road, over the wall to the
left.

¥r Eric T. Cowling, in Rombalds Way, page 141, refers to the
fort as Castleberg, and says "...This pear-shaped enclosure is
130 yards lonzg and has a cross measurement of 100 yards. Along
the slope to the south-east are remains of walling and piled
stone under the turf, which suggests g field site almost de-
stroyed, Whitaker's record of Zronze Age remalins in the vieinity
shows earlier occupation, and its seems probable that the forti-
fication was zdded to by a Celtic field site’,

The map opposite shows clearly the location of the fort in
relation to Ilkley.

BOUNDARY BAIKS AT RYLSTONE Through the loan of negatives from
¥r Stanley Rulman we have added to
the Museum reference series of photographs some showing medieval
boundary banks at Rylstone, between Skipiton and CGrassington.

We consulted Dr Arthur Raistrick avcut these embankments, and
he replied that what ¥r Bulman had photograpned was a small sec-
tion of a very extensive system. He added - "In 1924-5 I made a
~study of these with Colonel Nauvde, of Fleets, Rylstone, and we
were able to trace out most of the common field and demesne
boundaries. Since then, and particularly in 1952-3, with the
late Arthur Waters, I traced out the fish ponds, gardens, garths
and crofts, and foundations of the 01d EBall, with the demesne
boundary and the west boundary of the fields...Rylstone would
meke an admirabtle location for a long afternoon or evening visit,
as the traces of the 0ld arrangements are very complete, and the
hall, pre-Restoration church, manor, etc. are now well documented"
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ANCIENT SITBS IN SEETLAND AND ORKNEY
Ly John Ogden {Baildon)
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I spent August this yvear on the Isle of Foula, thirty miles
west of the main Shetlard group. uy chief interest was in orni-
thology, but the archaeological remains were also investigated.
There are many signs of former cultivation, a great deal of it
rig and furrow, much of which probatly dates from Viking t imes,

Forwegian was still spoken on the island up to 50 vears ago,
and the crofts are typically Norse in plan., There is much "dog
tooth" double walling, typical of the Iron AgZe in our district,
but of unknown age on Foula, Cairns are also guite numerous.

Fo flints could be found, but I picked up a possible scraper
of quartz., There were quite a number of querns of typical flat-
tened ghetland type. Some of these had teen driven by small
wooden water wheels placed horizontally, not vertically. The
