Norton Tower Bloomery (RH)
Bloomery examined by A.R. on 5.4.67

Slag – glassy with fragments of silica. Black. Therefore relatively low temperature – c.650°C. Therefore charcoal smelting.

“Matt” – ropy(?)  slag, being a mixture of unsmelted galena and partially smelted galena. Therefore lead smelting.

 Charcoal – fragments, some oak, some possibly beech.

Clay hearth – of whitish-grey fire-clay, probably from Rilston Fell, contracting with the underlying red clay. Both clays had been baked hard.

No stone structure surviving.
