
RIP walk 3 . July 2011

Over  the railway (Taylors bridge?) by the 19thC barn and return N towards village. Cut across sheep feild to   BURTON  HOUSE on  STRAIGHT LANE/FAIRY LANE and Kirkgate with its huge gritstone slab bridge.
There is a former barn on the laneside. A big barn behind is now OLD BURTON CROFT. C1730 cart arch at the back.  
Just behind the barn is OLD BURTON HOUSE. This faces the  lane but may have been turned around  or had the roof rebuilt in another direction. It has a w-e range with 3 stacks and  outshut and what appears as a S wing. But perhaps this was a N-S range  with a west wing originally.  The door is RB 1696 (Richard Burton) It is a roll-moulded door as at Green End. There is a continuous hood from this doorway “wing” into the range with outshut. It has an off-centre (extended?) 11 light modern mullioned window ending with a 2 light mullion in the outshut. This is very odd as the two light window appears to be a firewindow but its in the wrong place. There are flat-moulded windows (E18thC) in the garden corner of the two ranges.
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
