1. Butler & Beecroft, Kirkstall Forge, in 1794 supplied  John Heaton of Rilston Mill with rods and bars (which were turned into the required components by workmen using lathes or blacksmiths using anvils);

2. Richard Hattersley of Keighley in 1801 supplied James Wallace of Rilston Mill with rollers and spindles .
p.102 re Burnsall Mill which changed to cotton spinning in 1804, with a new mill built alongside by William Tempest, the landowner.  Richard Chester from Rilston then leased both mills and bought drawing rollers for his new machines from Hattersleys. RC may also have had an interest in Scaw Gill Mill in Grassington c.1810.

p.103 Hebden Mill b. on a headland near the Wharfe in 1792 by a partnership of Richard Waddilove of Rilston together with Francis Lister of Skipton, Joseph Constantine of Hebden, John Holmes of Burnsall.

p.173 Location of Rilston Mill: SD959579. Now demolished. 1792 – cotton – 1803.
