George Fox Journal 1657

“There were with me at that time Thomas Rawlinson, Alexander Parker and Robert Widders. We went to Hull and Pontefract, to George Watkinson’s house and visited most of the meetings in these parts till we came to Scale House and so to Swarthmore.”
Beginnings of Quakerism by WC Braithwaite (p.325) “An important General Meeting was held at Scale House, near Skipton, on June 24 (1658) attended by 40 friends out of ten counties.” (p.338) “The whole North stood grouped together in the general meetings at Skipton 1657, Scale House 1658, Skipton 1659 & 1660 and Kendal 1661.”
Scale House  from my notes: c.1620 Watkinson - Quaker  (the oldest part of Scale House is the back – facing the yard – then the front was added). The first meetings were held in the Old Room, then met in the barn behind, then Fox’s barn. In 1677 the meetings that had been held at Scale House moved to the Raikes.

1604 Wedding: John Toppam, Curate + Susan Man(?) Scale House 11 Feb.

1609 Property conveyed to William Watkinson by Earl of Northumberland and Sir Richard Appleton. William conveyed it to his nephew William, son of George Watkinson of Bradley. It remained in Watkinson hands until 1704 when Ann Watkinson of London sold Scale House.

from Bolton Abbey  Found in the vestry, under the wooden floor when doing repairs in 1982. From Mrs Slaughter -3 stone slabs:
1. Here lyese the body of Elizabeth, only wife of Josias Morley, gent, who departed this life 13 March 1715 aged 77 years, 3 months
2. Here leeth the body of Josias Morley of Scale House, gent, who dep..6 Oct 1731 aged 80 years, 8 months

3. Here lyeth ... Mrs Ann Morley, Relia of Mr Josias Morley, late of Scale House, who dep...21 Nov 1746 aged 61 years.

Speight p.148 – Ref. to Josias Morley of Scale House (d. 1731) who bought manor of Clapham from Arthur Ingleby (d.1701) of Clapdale Hall.

p.368 Long Preston church – stained window near north door in memory of Robert Morley (d.1886). Also window presented by RM at west or tower end.
p.401 Horton-in-Ribblesdale: Beecroft farmhouse  was old hall occupied mid-18th cent. by Wilson family. Wife of Rev Thomas Wilson (d.1778) was a daughter of Josias Morley Esq. of Scale House, Rilston, who was Lord of the Manor of Beamsley and Clapham.

Speight p.248 “One of the stateliest and most compact old mansions in Craven associated with the troublous times of Craven Quakerism, where the Friends had a meeting place and a burial ground as early as 1650 (1652). The late Captain Blake who d. in 1870, and from whom the property was acquired by its present owner Capt. Hendersopn JP...added 2 wings to the house...”
George Watkinson of Scale House

1654 GW, for riding to a meeting on the First day of the week, called Sunday, had his mare taken from him worth £9. For the same cause also, the said GW and Ann, his wife, Margaret Parker and Anne Best, were committed to prison at York.

1660 229 persons committed to prison for refusing to take the oath, incl. Edward, George and William Watkinson.
